On Saturday, April 28, 2018, the Armenian American Medical Society (AAMS) and its community of supporters will come together at the Loews Hollywood Hotel, in Los Angeles, CA, to celebrate the organization's legacy. The gala, which features a cocktail reception, dinner, and entertainment, will also pay tribute to three distinguished leaders from the healthcare community.
 
Proceeds raised from the event will support the recently opened Homeland Defender's Rehabilitation Center at the Heratsi Hospital Complex in Yerevan. The center is an integrated rehabilitation facility providing vital services to the brave soldiers of Artsakh who were injured in defense of their country. These wounded warriors, many of whom are under the age of 21, receive physical rehabilitation services, as well as emotional and social services. This program gives these soldiers, who have risked their lives for their homeland, the opportunity to heal physically and emotionally and to lead productive, prosperous, and dignified lives.
  
The AAMS 2018 Honorees are:
 
Professor Ara Babloyan, MD, PhD, is the recipient of the 2018 AAMS Lifetime Achievement Award. Prof. Babloyan is president of the National Assembly/Parliament of the Republic of Armenia. His prior posts include chairman of the Standing Committee of the Nation Assembly of Armenia on Healthcare, Maternity, and Childhood; and Minister of Health of Armenia. Prof. Babloyan is a pediatric surgeon as well as a public health expert.
Simon Keushkerian, MD, is co-recipient of the 2018 AAMS President's Leadership award. Dr. Keushkerian is a general and vascular surgeon who devotes time to volunteering his surgical talents to assist indigent populations globally including patients from Armenia, Peru. Philippines, Malawi, and Zambia. He is also an Associate Clinical Professor at Loma Linda University School of Medicine.
Raffi R. Minasian, MD, is co-recipient of the 2018 AAMS President's Leadership award. Dr. Minasian is a noted nephrologist and founder of Kidney Disease Medical Group - one of the largest nephrology groups in Los Angeles County. He also serves as medical director of multiple dialysis facilities and has distinguished himself as a leader in home dialysis treatment. Dr. Minasian has served on the Board of Directors of California Dialysis Council for more than 20 years.
In addition, the former AAMS Ladies Auxiliary will be honored as the recipient of the 2018 AAMS Supportive Impact Award. Explicitly comprised of spouses of AAMS members and friends, the role of the auxiliary, was to assist the organization in the advancement of medicine and public health by promoting health education and charitable activities. Since its inception the dedicated and caring women of the Ladies Auxiliary established themselves as the ambassadors of good will and unyieldingly supported AAMS and the community with passion and compassion only surpassed by their commitment and generosity.

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"Your Health" host Dr. Vicken Sepilian is board-certified in Reproductive Endocrinology and Infertility, as well as Obstetrics and Gynecology.  He completed his residency in Obstetrics and Gynecology at Drexel University College of Medicine and his fellowship in Reproductive Endocrinology and Infertility at the University of Texas.  While at the University of Texas, Dr. Sepilian received a Master of Science degree in Reproductive Medicine studying the impact of nutrition on reproductive health. Dr. Sepilian is the founder and medical director of American Fertility Specialists Medical Group and practices in Los Angeles and Glendale.  Dr. Sepilian is a current board member and former President of the Armenian American Medical Society (AAMS). In 2008, he launched the AAMS "Your Health" Community Education Program that continues to air live on TV making house calls to countless Armenian households.  In 2010, Dr. Sepilian was instrumental in launching the inaugural Glendale Health Festival and served as the Chairman of the organizing committee for the first two years. In 2012, Dr. Sepilian presided over a collaborative effort with colleagues in Canada of the ACMAO to train, staff and equip the Women's Health Clinic in Stepanakert, Artsakh. This collaborative effort by the AAMS, ACMAO, and the Ministry of Health of Karabagh continues to operate and provide preventative and essential health care to women free of charge. In 2013, as president of the AAMS, Dr. Sepilian Chaired the 11th Armenian Medical World Congress, a quadrennial international multispecialty conference that was very well attended and was one of the most successful ones to date. Dr. Sepilian also serves on AAMS' Continuing Medical Education Committee, focusing his efforts on enhancing the experience for members.
